The situation continues to be largely ignored by the international community due mainly to all foreign media and NGOs being banned from entering the country.

Many of the International Parliamentarian’s and Lawyers for West Papua, for example, are going to make a public statements in support of West Papua’s declaration for an internationally supervised vote around May 3rd.
